COLLECT FOOD SCRAPS EASILY 
USING YOUR KITCHEN CADDY

Line the caddy with 
bags labelled Certified 
Compostable AS 4736  
and/or AS 5810.

You can also line 
your kitchen caddy 
with newspaper.

After 2-3 days, or when 
the caddy is full, place 
collected foodscraps in 
your green organics bin.

TIPS
•	A tight-fitting lid on 

your green organics 
bin helps keep flies 
and pests away.

•	Place lawn clippings, 
leaves or shredded 
paper on food scraps 
to reduce odours.

•	Freeze scraps like 
seafood and meat 
until collection day.

KERBSIDE BIN PLACEMENT
Where practical, keep a minimum distance of 
50cm between bins, and 1 metre between bins 
and parked cars, street trees, stobie poles and 
letterboxes. Please remove bins after they have 
been emptied on the day of collection.
